Ted Casey questions what the reason is for the shortage. 
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Supervisor Walters explains that the Town is self-insured.  In 2013 there were some larger 
claims in the Highway Department which caused the estimate, of what was going to be spent 
through the self-insured program, to be off by this number.  The total health care self-insured 
portion in three of its funds had a surplus.  The Town accountant has recommended that the town 
create a dedicated health care reserve fund.

Reports from Town Board Members and Department Heads 
 
Councilman Quinn comments that after the last Town Board meeting he attended a 3 day 
training session in Albany.  He stayed in a Red Roof Inn and paid for his own meals.  He learned 
a lot including how the three member Town Board is not working anywhere in New York State.   
 
Joseph O’Brien agrees that it isn’t working and questions what would have to be done to bring 
the Town Board back to 5 members. 
 
 Supervisor Walters responds that he believes that this could be done by permissive referendum 
brought about by a petition of the residents or by action of the Town Board. 
 
Walt Rooth comments that he would assume that it would have to be a referendum by the Town. 
However it was his understanding that you could only change the size of a Town Board every ten 
years.  He would be happy to revisit that research.   
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Councilman Quinn comments that he has met with his Department Heads and has learned a lot.   
 
Councilwoman Potter-Juda – no report 
 
Supervisor Walters reports that Senator Grisanti is having satellite hours at Hamburg Town Hall.  
He will be at Town Hall on Feb. 4th Mar. 4th, Apr. 1st, May 6th and June 3rd from 4:00 pm to 7:00 
pm.  Either he or a staff member will be here to speak about constituent concerns.  He received a 
letter from the J.P. Foundation and from St. Bernadette School concerning the Monsignor 
Nugent Memorial Basketball Tournament thanking the Town for their support and efforts in 
assisting with those respective programs.   
 
Catherine Rybczynski, Town Clerk, reports that the Town and County Tax bills are out.  So far 
she has taken in $4,000,000 of the $55,000,000 tax warrant. In 2013 the Town Clerk’s Office 
issued 1500 Handicapped tags and has taken in over a million dollars in revenue.  That revenue 
consists of death certificates (over 2400 certificates issued), marriage licenses, dog licenses (over 
5,000 dogs licensed in the Town), building permits (over 1800), electrical permits are up (721) 
and beach stickers (over 700 issued). 
 
Mary Dosch reports that her Office is getting ready to meet with the Auditors. 
 
Gerard Kapsiak, Town Engineer, reports that he was able to identify funding for a bike rack at 
the Route 5 Clock Tower.  He just got permission from the NYSDOT to do that.  It will be 
installed this spring.   
 
Ted Casey, Traffic Safety Coordinator, reports that the next meeting will be held on February 
13th at 7:00 pm 
 
Marty Denecke reports that last month the Youth Bureau participated in the Western New York 
Holiday Partnership and they collected toys for needy families and were able to serve about 100 
families.  He wants to thank sponsors who also collected toys for them – Southtowns Builders 
Assoc., Jimmies Pizza, VFW Post and Newton Abbott Fire Company.  The Recreation 
Department and the Youth Bureau are now located at 4540 Southwestern Blvd, the former 
Frontier Community Learning Center.  The Senior Services branch will move over when 
renovations are complete.  They are planning activities for the April break which will include 
open skating, open gym and they are selling passes for Kissing Bridge for that time period.   
 
Business from the Floor 
 
Dolores Williams speaks in opposition to the resolution # 23 concerning her son, Chief of Police, 
Michael Williams. 
 
Dennis Chapman comments on the question concerning the referendum on downsizing. It is his 
understanding that 10 years was actually referred to as a decade and the decade was defined as a 
year ending in 00, 10, 20, etc.  Therefore the issue could be voted on again. 
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Joe Sacco comments that they tabled some resolutions at the last meeting.  He would like to 
know what those were. 
 
Supervisor Walters comments some of the resolutions were removed from the table at this 
meeting.  The resolution was removed from the table and the resolution immediately following 
was the resolution from the last meeting that was tabled.   
 
Amy Ziegler comments that they should do away with late resolutions.  If anyone reads the 
agenda posted on-line they would not be aware of what would be brought up late and might not 
attend the meeting because they were unaware of what the late resolutions were about.  Also, if 
an agenda is changed it should be marked amended so that people would be aware that 
something has changed.   
 
Supervisor Walters comments that he does agree with late resolutions.  The subject usually 
comes up every couple of years.  However, late resolutions are supposed to be resolutions that 
couldn’t get to the Town Clerk prior to the Thursday at noon deadline and have some level of 
pressing importance that needs to be moved on immediately as opposed to waiting for the next 
meeting.  The entire Town Board needs to make an effort to see that resolutions make it into the 
agenda on time.   
 
 Amy Ziegler asks Councilwoman Potter-Juda to confirm that Robert Barnashuk is a resident of 
Hamburg. 
 
Councilwoman Potter-Juda responds yes, he is currently living with her and is purchasing a 
home in the Village of Hamburg that will be closing shortly. 
 
Supervisor Walters comments that the Town lost a wonderful advocate for our Veterans 
Community, Brian Lewandowski, who passed away recently. He would like to dedicate the 
following resolution to Mr. Lewandowski:
