DESCRIPTION OF ACTION

The currently proposed project (“action”) consists of the development of the approximately 25.1 acre Project Site as an
apartment community consisting of 227 residential units as depicted on the updated Site Plan prepared by Nussbaumer
& Clarke, Inc. submitted to the Town of Hamburg on November 27th. The project has been modified based on input
received by the Project Sponsor requesting that it attempt to acquire property to provide a second roadway connection.
The project previously reviewed by the Planning Board during the course of many meetings in 2013 had one roadway
connection to Heatherwood Drive. In October of 2013, the Project Sponsor entered into a contract with Hopevale Inc. to
acquire approximately a portion of its property located at 3800 Howard Road and this acquisition has allowed the project
layout to be updated to provide a second roadway connection to be provided via a roadway connecting the Project Site to
Howard Road.

The Planning Board previously issued a negative declaration pursuant to SEQRA on June 20, 2007 for the development
of approximately 14.9 acres of the Project Site as a 56 unit townhouse project and Phase | of the previously approved
project consisting of 1 building containing 4 attached residential units, 990 feet of private roadway and related
infrastructure and utility improvements were previously constructed. A copy of the Site Plan for the previously approved
project has previously been submitted to the Planning Board.

The currently proposed project (“action”) will consist of 224 attached residential units comprised of twenty two-story
buildings along with single story detached buildings for garages. The total number of proposed parking spaces is 448, in
order to provide the required two parking spaces per attached residential unit. The Project Sponsor is also proposing
three residential lots for single family homes along Howard Road. The Project Site is zoned R-3 and the proposed
project is an expressly permitted use in the R-3 zoning district.

The proposed project (“action”) has been defined broadly to include all site improvements including the construction of
buildings, parking areas, access aisles, infrastructure and utility improvements and landscaping. The proposed project
(“action"} includes all necessary approvals/permits for the proposed apartment community from involved and interested
governmental agencies including but not limited to site plan approval from the Town of Hamburg Planning Board.

The Planning Board has previously determined that the proposed project (“action”) is a Type | Action pursuant to the
State Environmental Quality Review Act due to the proximity of public parkland.
