PLANNING BOARD MINUTES

10-28-87

The TéwnJOf Hamburg Planning Board met in regular session on Wednesday,
ctober 28, 1987 at 7:30 p.m. in the Hamburg Town Hall.

Members::attending included: Chairman G. Gerald Valgora, Elgin Cary, Sandy
€Carnevale,. Richard'.Crandall, George Danyluk, Dennis Gaughan, and Sally Saunders.
Others present. included: George McKnight, Dan Gorman, Attorney, and Terry Dubey,
Stenographer.

The minutes of the meeting of 10-14-87 were approﬁed on motion by Mr. Danyluk,
seconded by Mrs. Saunders. Carried.

ZITTEL'S~— PROPOSED GREENHOUSE - 3510 SOWLES ROAD.

Mr. Willjam Zittel appeared before the Planning Board with a survey of the
produce stand located at 3510 Sowles Road for a proposed 20' x 60' greenhouse. The
proposal infringes on the front yard setback and they would also like to park within
the first 35'. The greenhouse will be used for retail sales and the operation will
be conducted from Spring until Christmas.

Motion was made by Mrs. Saunders, seconded by Mr. Crandall to reject the site
plan as presented with a favorable recommendation and referral to the Zoning Board

of Appeals. Carried.

WEST-HERR FORD — FORMER TOWN & COUNTRY BUILDING - CAMP ROAD.

Mr. John Wabich appeared before the Planning Board with a site plan for the
truck repair center to be located in the former Town & Country Furniture store on
Camp Road. The display area has been removed. The drainage appears to be adequate.

Motion was made by Mr. Danyluk, seconded by Mr. Cary to approve the site plan
as presented. Carried.

TERRY LEAVITT - SUBDIVISION ON BROMPTON ESTATES - EAST HIGHLAND PARKWAY.

Mr. Terry Leavitt appeared before the Planning Board for a proposed 12 sub
lot subdivision to be located on East Highland Parkway for the construction of
single family dwelling units ranging from $110,000 to $150,000. The property is
zoned R-2. Lot sizes range from 100' frontage to 300' in depth. Applicant was
advised that an Environmental Assessment is required and to proceed to the final
before the Public hearing is scheduled. ’

HASENOEHRL LEASING INC. TRANSPORT CENTER - LAKE SHORE ROAD

Mr. Bob Hasenoehrl appeared before the Planning Board on a transport center
to be located in the former Skyway Drive In location on the Lake Shore Road in
Athol Springs. At the present time, Mr. Hasenoehrl conducts business from the
Seven corners location and wants to relocate his operation for next year. At the
present time, the cinema screen has been removed and eventually he would like to
construct a three bay truck garage, 67' x 90'. The building in the center will be
renovated for the truck dispatch office. There will be landscaping, shrubbery, and
a grassed area in the front to enhance the looks of the complex. A portion of the
lot will be based with chip stone, an asphalt product to prevent dust. A topographic
survey was available to the Engineering Dept.
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.f HASENOEHRL TRANSPORT CENTER - LAKE SHORE ROAD.

It was noted by the Building Inspector that the property is located in the 100 year
flood and precautions must be taken to insure that the building is erected in the
proper elevation. Mr. Trippi, Engineer for Nussbaumer & Clark is to proceed with
further engiﬁeering drawings for the November 18th meeting.

Mr. Richard Brox, of McIntosh & McIntosh, appeared before the Planning Board
for a proposed expansion of Grossman's on Camp Road. The new structure will be 220'
x 160'. The present Grossman's sign will be relocated and the existing planter will
be removed. The following concerns were raised by various departments:

PLANNING - Based on a parking requirement of 1 space for each 350 s.f. of space in
the principle building, 101 spaces are needed. Hbwever, 5 spaces are too close to
the Camp Rd. right of way. How long will the storm water detention pond hold water?
A state driveway curb-cut permit will be required for the new driveway.

ENGINEERING - Perimeter curbing and paving detail. Need existing grades and finish
grades. There should be some type of swale. Size of sanitary and water lines should

be indicated. ECD&P Approval is required.

Motion was made by Mr. Carnevale, seconded by Mrs. Saunders to accept the
site plan as presented contingent upon Engineering approval. Carried.

'EAGLE CREST MOBILE HOME PARK - (FORMERLY BROOK GARDENS) - BIG TREE RD.

Messrs. Lee Weber and Gary Filipiak appeared before the Planning Board for
a proposed illuminated 15 s.f. sign to be located in front of the mobile home park
on Big Tree Road. Based on code requirements, a 16 s.f. sign is allowed in the R-4
district but non-illuminated. Mr. Weber stated that they would like the illuminated
sign for identification purposes especially during night hours.

Motion was made By Mr. Cary, seconded by Mrs. Saunders to refer the matter to

the Zoning Board of appeals with a favorable recommendation. Carried.

Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Mr. Carnevale, seconded by Mr.
Gaughan. Carried. 'Meeting adjourned at 9:40 p.m.

GROSSMAN'S EXPANSION - CAMP RD.

In reviewing the site plarn for the proposed retail sales addition, the
building is 160' x 220' with a canopy, 40' long and 220'. The retail sales
area is 35,200 s.f. Based on 29-119-E (175 s.f.) it requires 201 parking
spaces. More realistically, 29-119J (for 350 s.f.) requires 101 parking spaces.
The storage area with the roof canopy requires 9 parking spaces. Square
footage for the building is 25,827 s.f. and requires 26 parking spaces. The
plan shows 219 parking spaces and 3 handicapped. L Based on 29-119E, 175 s.f.
requires 236; while 29-119-J requires 136.- On 29-119-E 7 handicapped spaces’
are required. Based on 29-119-J, 5 spaces are required. Drainage is adequate
and should be reviewed by Engineering. The new proposed building should be
sprinklered. Size of the utility lines should be shown on the plan. Road
cut permits are required from the State D.0.T. Setback for parking appears to
be adequate with the exception of 3 spaces at the n.e. corner and 2 at the
s.e. corner which violate the 35' setback and require ZBA approval. The storage
area should be enclosed by a fence & 10' and 12' gate. If a new detached sign
is to be erected, the sign ordinance should be referred to. :

' BOB HASENOEHRL - TRUCK OFFICE - Redrew the location of the flbod plain.

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The Environmental Impact Statement should also address the specific
losses of flora, fauna, habitats, visual resources, etc., that would
occur as a result of the proposed project.

The Environmental Impact Statement should also include at least a brief
on-site review of the archaeological potential of the site »hy a
competent archaeologist. The site's proximity to the "beach ridge",
its proximity to the Kleis site, and its location along the same water
course as the Kleis site, all suggest that there may »e some
possibility of archaeological significance.

The Environmental Impact Statement should also consider social factors
(over and above those involved in the conflict with the Iaster Plan)
and - economic factors related to the proposed project. As pointed out
in Subsection 617.1(d) of the SEQR regulations, a suitable balance of
social, econoiric, and environmental factors is needed. '

There may possibly be other impacts associated with the proposed
nroject. If any such impacts are identified in the scoping process,
‘:hey should be included in the Lnvironmental Impact Statement.

s noted on pp. 30 and 33 of the 2010 Master Plan, there are land-use
technigues such as planned unit development and clustering of éwelling
units that could avoid the use of the designated woodland area, thereby
making a full Environmental Impact Statement unnecessary. This Board
would still recommend a brief on-site archaeological review, similar to
the review done in 1985 for the Draudt sub-division.

. The Erie County Health Department is in receipt of submittal

. material for the Christine Subdivision, located in the Town of

Hamburg. The Erie Ccunty Health Department is unable to approve

the subdivision map as presented as it does not constitute a realty

subdivision as defined by the New York State Realty Subdivision

Laws. Per Section 1115 of. the Realty Subdivision Law, a tract

of land shall constitute a subdivision under the sale, rental,
or offer for sale of the fifth residential lot. The. subdivision
map as presented'qnly‘contained four sublots. :

The application (GEN 157 form) that accompanied the submittal
indicated that ultimately, twenty-one sublots would be developed.
The Erie County Health Department would be able to approve the
subdivision if a map is presented that subdivides the parcel, or
part of the parcel, into five or more sublots, providing the following
requirements are met: :

1. That waterline extensions, if proposed, are
approved by the Erie County Health Department.

2. That sanitary'sewer extensions, if proposed,
are approved by the Erie County Department of
Environment and Planning.

3. That permission for use of existing utilities
is granted by the appropriate owner.

4. That proof of the adequacy of the existing
‘ utilities is presented.

That the subdivision map meet the requirements
of my May 6, 1987 letter, copy enclosed.

The subdivision review fee was deposited upon receipt of the
transmittal material. The review fee, at the owner's option, may
be refunded or retained by the Erie County Health Department for
credit when the subdivision is resubmitted. Please advise.
